In questions and negative sentences, we use a/an
with a singular noun and any with plural nouns.

We use some in positive sentences. We use any in
negative sentences and questions.

We use the imperative to tell someone to do
something, or not to do something.

Come here!

Don't open the door!

The positive imperative is the same as the base
form of the verb.

Turnright.

Open the window, please.

The negative imperative is formed with Don’t and
the base form of the verb.

Don't listen to him — he's wrong!
Don’t open the window - it's cold in here.
