(gustos y disgustos)

Usamos “likes and dislikes” para expresar 
como nos sentimos frente a las cosas o 
actividades que nos gustan o disgustan.



Hablamos de gustos y disgustos usando las 
palabras love, like, don’t/doesn’t like y hate.

• Likes and Dislikes



1. Para crear oraciones, después de love, like
o hate, usamos un verbo principal y 
agregamos -ing.

• I love reading.
• She doesn’t like watching TV.
• They like eating pizza.



2. Para formar preguntas (Yes/No questions), agregamos 
Do o Does antes del sujeto.

• Do you love reading? Yes, I do. / No I don’t.
• Does she like watching TV? Yes, she does. / No, she 

doesn’t.
3. Formamos preguntas Wh- agregando una palabra de 

pregunta (what, why, when, where, etc.) antes de Do o 
Does.

• What do you love doing?
• Why does she like watching TV?



4. Los verbos que usamos que terminan en -ing 
tienen los mismos cambios ortográficos que 
con el Presente Continuo.

•We love swimming. (doblamos la ultima 
consonante de swim)
• He likes taking photos. (eliminamos la -e de take)
